Reading Systems

Most reading is taught through whole
class reading, some children being
listened to individually.

Please encourage your child to record the
books they read in their reading record.

Feedback Policy
(Marking)

Two years ago we evolved our marking policy to a feedback
policy. As part of this, teachers are be encouraged to feed back
to children (tell them how they are doing) during the lesson,
verbally, either individually, as a group, or to the whole class.

Children are then able to feed back (speak) to teachers
immediately about how they feel about a task or activity and
changes and/or support can be given, where necessary.

Action research has proven that feeding back to children ‘in
the moment’ is far more effective than written marking that
children may or may not read.

For this reason, you may not see as much written marking in
your children’s books at parents’ evenings.
